On tap: The Greyhounds return home after a big win at Saginaw Valley State last 
Saturday.  The Hounds wil be home to play four of its final six games at home.  
UIndy welcomes Northwood to town as the campus celebrates Homecoming.

Series history:  Northwood has 12 wins in the 20 all-time meetings, with six 
UIndy victories and two ties.  NU pulled out a 45-42 double-overtime win last 
season in Midland, Mich. in the season finale to extend their winning streak to six 
straight over the Hounds.

About UIndy Head Coach Joe Polizzi:  Head Coach Joe Polizzi, now in his 
15th season, is 77-79-1 in his tenure at UIndy.  Polizzi has collected eight winning seasons in that 
time, including the last three straight.  

About NU Head Coach Mike Sullivan:  Coach Sullivan is in his first season as head coach with 
the Timberwolves.  Last week, Sullivan was able to earn his first head coaching victory with a last-
minute win over Findlay.  Sullivan spent eight years as an assistant at NU before assuming the head 
job when Pat Riepma resigned from the position after last season.

Party Like It’s 1989:  UIndy’s 14-11 win at Saginaw Valley State Saturday snapped SVSU’s 16-
game winning streak in the all-time series.  The last Greyhound win before Saturday came on Sep. 
16, 1989, a 34-31 win in Saginaw.

*Rain Man was the reigning “Best Movie” Academy Award winner 
*Four Greyhounds who played in this year’s game were not even born yet.

An ode to the top songs on the pop charts Sep. 16, 1989:
“Don’t Wanna Lose You Now” (#1 song, 9/16/89):  The Greyhounds held on for the 14-11 
win Saturday after a gritty effort by the defense in the waning moments.  Following a blocked field 
goal attempt to give SVSU the ball back with 1:08 to play, the defense did not allow the Cards to get 
past midfield. David Snyder was able to get in the backfield and haul down the quarterback on back-
to-back plays to finish it off.  

“Hangin’ Tough” (#5):  Sophomore quarterback Lance Lasker, in his first collegiate start, was 
able to engineer a win at SVSU Saturday both through the air and on the ground.  Lasker threw for a 
pair of TDs and rushed 20 times for 58 net yards.  Lasker gained 80 yards, but a fumbled snap and a 
pair of sacks reduced his rushing total.

The pass was the longest 
play from scrimmage for UIndy since an 80-yard pass from Matt Kohn to Sam Penrod 
at Ferris State in the 2003 season finale.
