UIndy welcomes back Stan Gouard as its new head 
men’s basketball coach. Gouard spent the last three sea-
sons as an assistant coach at Indiana State University.  

A native of Danville, Illinois, Gouard joined the  
Indiana State staff in 2005 after spending three sea-
sons as an assistant coach for the UIndy Greyhounds. 
Gouard was responsible for recruiting, practice, and 
game coaching, player development, academic moni-
toring, and day-to-day operations.  

During his stint at the University of Indianapo-
lis, the Hounds advanced to the NCAA Division II 
tournament in each of his three seasons. In addition, 
the Greyhounds posted three victories over top-20 
opponents and were ranked #7 nationally during the 
2004-05 season. Gouard also spent one season at his 
alma mater, Southern Indiana, helping the Eagles to a 
record of 22-8.

As a student athlete Gouard was nationally known 
and helped USI to its first NCAA Division II champi-
onship in 1995 under Coach Bruce Pearl. A two-time 
NABC Division II National Player of the Year, Gouard 
was also the Elite Eight Most Outstanding Player and 
CBS Player of the Game. He compiled a playing record 
of 82-12.  

Gouard was inducted into the John A. Logan Col-
lege Hall of Fame, the University of Southern Indiana 
Hall of Fame, and the Great Lakes Valley Conference 
Hall of Fame. Following his stellar college career, Coach 
Gouard played professional in Sweden and South Amer-
ica, leading his team to the 1999 championship.
